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On May 30th, 2011, Bear Scout, Bryson Lee Dillard 
from Cub Pack 356 was at a family swimming out-
ing with his cousins and friends.   
 
All  were qualified swimmers and required very 
little supervision.  They  were swimming in the 
pool and having a grand time.  Bryson's 2 year old 
niece, Jacie Hollingsworth had yet learned to swim 
and was required to wear water wings on her arms 
and was not allowed in the pool without adult su-
pervision.   
 
Jacie, like most 2 year olds, wanted to swim with-
out her water wings like her older cousins and 
friends.  When she had the opportunity, she 
slipped them off and jumped into the pool without 
them.  She was immediately in trouble and began 
to panic.  Bryson, being the first to see her, recog-
nized Jacie's distress and went into action by 
swimming to her rescue.  As he reached his strug-
gling niece, Bryson was able to grab her and pulled 
her to the side of the pool where his mother was 
able to grab her and pull her to safety.  Bryson's 
ability to act quickly and his level of physical fit-
ness saved little Jacies life. 
 
On October 24, 2011 the Heroism Medal was 
awarded to 8 year old Bryson Lee Dillard.
